· ____________ (Feb., 1916) – Symbol of French resistance to German attack.  Germans vowed to “bleed France white.”  750,000 casualties.

· ___________ (June 1916) – 7 day bombardment of German line followed by 120,000 troop invasion.  “The Big Push” failed to permanently dislodge the Germans.

· ___________________ (March, 1917) – Germans fall back to a new line of trenches built to be impenetrable.

· ______________________ – Russia and Germany end their war.  Germany transfers troops to Western Front.

· October, 1918 – British/American troops break through Hindenburg Line.  All but over for Germany.
